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ICT-WEB-PROMS Partner Search
The Partners Search is free on-line, tailor-made service, provide by this project, to help you to find the best research partners for your projects, either in the context of EU-funded Research and Development projects or within a broader search for technology-orientated partnerships. The service includes details on hundreds of organizations (companies, research institutions and universities) and researchers from Western Balkan Countries and other EU countries.
Before you start with partner search you will need to register as an ICT-WEB-PROMS user. You have to register as a Researcher, and if your organization is not already registered, to register your organization too. 

Registered users can search through the information space of the Web portal for Best practices, Project ideas, News items, Organization profiles and Researcher profiles. Users can choose what type of data to search for by selecting appropriate checkboxes (best practices, idea, news, organization, researcher). In the text box (Enter Search Phrase), users enter the phrase that the system should look for. After clicking on button "Find", or pressing "Enter" on the keyboard, the search results are displayed in a table.

Registered users can also use automatic matchmaking functionality to find suitable partners for their project ideas. Upon creating the project idea, or even during its creation, it is possible to get suggestions for potential partners from the ICT WEB PROMS Database. Below the Partner Search section a "Suggest partners" button is displayed. After selecting the basic information about the partners, namely ICT RTD Sectors in which they operate and acceptable type and size of organization, the "Suggest partners" button should be pressed. The ICT WEB PROMS website provides recommendation based on the ICT RTD area that the organization is active in, and then filtered by the criteria of size and type.

Using the Partners online entry forms

Before you create a new profile you will need to register as a CORDIS user. You will be prompted to do this if you choose to create a profile for the first time. 

Two different types of CORDIS Partners profiles

The Partners Service provides two different types of entry forms for the users to choose from. If you are looking for partners to take part in EU funded research, you can propose a project and look for partners to set up a consortium or you can advertise your expertise if you would prefer to join a consortium. Please choose entry form Type A

Type A: Entry form for people who want to participate in EU funded research like the Seventh Framework Programme 

· This entry form has been created for persons, who 

· have an idea for a project that falls into the area of EU funded research, such as the Seventh Framework Programme

· have expertise, which they would like to add to a project within the area of EU funded research

Even if you are not interested in participating in EU funded projects you can still use the service to find a partner for private collaboration like a commercial agreement or joint venture. In this case, please select entry form Type B:

Type B: Entry form for people who need partners for commercial collaboration (joint venture agreements, commercial agreements etc...) 
· This entry form has been created for people who would like to find partners for other types of collaboration, which are not located within the EU funded research area

· Even if you are not interested in being involved in an EU related R&D project the CORDIS Partner Service can also meet your needs. You can use this service to source partners for other types of collaboration as well as marketing and manufacturing agreements.

Creating a profile

CORDIS Partner Service allows you to create your own profile so that other potential partners can find you. By entering your project needs or specific expertise, you are creating the opportunity for potential partners to contact you directly. 

	Step 1:
	Click on 'Create new Profile' on the Partners homepage or any of the partners pages.

	Step 2:
	In order to create a profile you need to log in with your CORDIS username and password.
If you are not yet registered as a CORDIS user you need to do this before you can create a profile here.
The registration as a CORDIS user is free of charge 

	Step 3:
	Choose the type of profile you would like to create:
Type A: propose a project or describe your expertise to take part in EU funded research like FP7
Type B: if you are searching for partners for private collaboration like joint ventures etc... 

	Step 4:
	Fill in your details in Section 1, 2 and 3 of the Partner entry forms and then click on 'Publish my profile'. Your record will be live on the Partners service within 2 days.
You will receive an automatic notification once your profile is available online. 


Detailed description of the fields in the entry forms 

Updating a profile

With the CORDIS Partners Update facility, you can easily revise your collaboration requirements - or any other aspect of your profile at anytime using your CORDIS username and password to log in.
Records on the Partners service can be deleted or modified by the users. 

	Step 1:
	Click on 'Update Profile' on the Partners homepage or any of the partners pages.

	Step 2:
	If you have not already done so, you will need to log in with your CORDIS username and password.

	Step 3:
	You will access a list of all your live records. Here you can choose to view, update or delete your record(s).


How to search for a partner

If you want to search for a Partners Profile, follow the steps below: 

	Step 1:
	Click on 'Search for Partners' on the Partners homepage or any of the partners pages.

	Step 2:
	Choose the type of search you would like to carry out.

	Step 3:
	Choose the criteria by which you would like to search: country, topic, EU programme etc... and click 'Search'. A list of your search results will be displayed.


Please note: The service will not automatically "match" the user with another organization. 
Through the service's search function, the user can narrow down the search to include only organizations that meet their criteria. When the user locates a description that corresponds to his or her needs, they simply contact the organization using the contact details included in the profile. 
The CORDIS Partners Service profiles consist of 4 sections, which give information about the company looking for a partner and the qualities the potential partner should have. The section 'Partners service management fields' is completed by the CORDIS data management and provides useful information about the status of a record.
